9. To assist in the preparation of exhibitions and talks relating to the collections held at the Highland Archive Centre.

10. To assist with group visits to the Highland Archive Centre from schools and other organisations and guided tours as required.

11. To compile statistics relating to the work of the Highland Archive Centre.

12. To account for income received in the searchroom and the Family History Centre.

13. To undertake such other administrative duties as may be required, including ordering materials and equipment.
14. To assist the Am Baile Co-ordinator in planned programmes of digitisation, research and storage of images from various collections.

15. To assist the Family Historian by undertaking research using on-line genealogical resources, particularly ScotlandsPeople.

16. To assist with the preparation, supervision and support of volunteers.
